	1. Legislative Liaison Fees
Discussion for approval for past fees of $60/hr was previous $40/hr. Letter to NDNPA end of August for increase in fees. Discussion tabled until documents reviewed; will discuss at next board meeting 

2. Travel/conference fees

-Currently rotate on annual basis between board members
-Have covered Cheryl and Jenna policy conf. fees. Jenna receives AANP stipend for airline, hotel. Have also covered Cheryl’s airline
-Bylaws reference travel policy but document unavailable so discussion tabled until the travel policy reviewed for next board meeting

3. Table covers

· Members reviewed options for 2 table covers for PR/marketing for NDNPA when at conferences, etc. 
· -Covers machine washable; colors recommended were navy or green and off white. Unanimous vote for purchase of 2 covers for $200- one to be kept in Fargo and one in Bismarck

4. Huddle vs Microsoft SharePoint vs. One Drive

-Compared and contrasted multiple web platforms for information sharing and project management for NDNPA. Huddle $14/user- fees based on # users; initially go with 12 users = $2.016/year for 2 yr contract. SharePoint and One Drive had limitations and fees comparable.  Motion made by Sue for purchase of Huddle contract; Second by Tara. Unanimous vote by Board to proceed with purchase
5. Accounts with passwords/revolving fees

-Identified password required accounts to include PayPal, website and Facebook so primary and secondary members can be given access to enhance continuity
6. Web Host Options 

· Current webhost not longer being serviced by BTI after Dec 31, 2017. Melissa Eslinger sent out options for new webhost. Wix was recommendation from her based on organizational needs and cost effectiveness. WIX- $14/month. Motion by Sue to approve WIX as new web host; second by Carrie. Unanimous vote by Board.
